1. GENERAL UPDATE

The AVCWL is roaring along! There are 30 new email lists since March 2000 bringing the total to about 115. There are now probably about 3000 individual list participants and there are 25 trained list facilitators. The AVCWL is providing email lists to about 45 organisations as well as additional lists to help with the formation of emerging networks.

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3. PUBLIC DISCUSSION BOARDS

During Women's Online Week last October the AVCWL provided a week long program of online chats and threaded message board discussions. 4. AVCWL STAGE 2

Work has commenced on Stage 2 of the AVCWL Project. Stage 2 involves upgrading the facility again, intensify networking activities particularly in regional, rural and remote Australia and linking with a wide range of organisations to achieve this. 

Key parts of the process are: 

Adding new features to the web site: 

The conference listing page is being upgraded. You can check progress by bookmarking the page at http://www.nwjc.org.au/events
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Just now we are working on a notice posting facility to benefit member networks which will have categories such as: notices; jobs; volunteers and internships; community training; funding; calls for submissions; and, campaigns. 


If you would like to volunteer to help us test the facility please email: 

Elizabeth <virtualcentre@nwjc.org.au>  This kind of testing is called 'Beta Testing'. Beta testers use the site in order to find problems. If you are emailing about this please put: Notice board - beta testing in the subject line.   

An expert working group has been formed to establish endorsement facilities on the web site to speed up and streamline the process of seeking endorsements for key submissions. The group is also working on electronic petitions which will be generated from templates as required. 

Consultation and evaluation: 

Key consultations are taking place now to determine methods and partnering arrangements for Stage 2. Meetings have been held with our project partners, the NSW Law Foundation and Social Change Online, and with the federal Office of the Status of Women. Key rural women's groups and networks are next as well as AVCWL list facilitators. At the same time we are about to finalise two questionnaires and we will be asking list facilitators and participants to let us know of their experience in using the facility and make suggestions for further development. The questionnaires will be on the web and we will let everyone know when they are ready. 

Resources: 

The AVCWL has been supported by a grant from the Regional Telecommunications Infrastructure Fund (Networking the Nation). The grant is one of only three focusing on women made under this very (very) large and important federal initiative. The two other grants are the Queensland Legal Aid Commission's Women's Justice Network which is a pioneering videoconferencing legal assistance  project

and the Queensland Rural Women's Network's BridgIT Project. BridgIT is undertaking extensive community internet training in Queensland. http://www.qrwn.org.au/bridgit.html
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The AVCWL grant is by far the smallest of the three focusing on women,  and it is the only one focusing on women in every state and territory. We are planning to lodge a further application with the Fund in September this year.

Meanwhile, there are several other developments. The NSW Women's Refuge Resource and Referral Centre has lodged a grant application with the NSW Department for Women for a 12 month project to dramatically boost the use of email and email lists by community based women's services and networks in NSW. The AVCWL helped develop the application and will partner with the WRRRC if the grant application is successful. 

The NWJC has lodged a project grant application with the federal Office of the Status of Women for follow on work on the Through Our Eyes Conference. The proposal involves engaging a project officer in a location in regional, rural or remote Australia and providing fortnightly email bulletins containing contributions by RRR legal networks, government and NGOs. The project objectives include assisting RRR women's legal networks to link up and provide policy input, promoting use of electronic communication for service and network strengthening, and facilitating the work of individuals and networks. 

The AVCWL is keen to identify suitable partnering arrangements with state and territory based bodies to undertake projects similar to that proposed in NSW. The AVCWL is also willing to partner in intensive regional and individual community initiatives and we are keen to help networks target major current opportunities for community strengthening projects. eg: the federal Department for Family and Community Services, Family and Community Networks Initiative <http://www.facs.gov.au/internet/facsinternet.nsf/aboutfacs/programs/family-fnci_pilot.htm>

5. INTERNATIONAL DEVELOPMENTS: Women: 'E-inclusion, E-consultation, E-campaign'

Printed on the pages which follow are copies of  two emails received on international women's email lists to which the AVCWL subscribes. The thrust of the reports is about the role and importance of women's access to new electronic communication tools and technology generally in promoting the status of women.  

The National Women's Justice Coalition would like to see these themes carried forward in Australia through all state and federal policy processes relating to women. However, and crucially, the fundamental roles and areas for major development are 'mainstream' policy processes at a state and federal level. We are seeing very important new initiatives from a range of departmental areas with little or no focus on women. We are not seeing detailed policy yet to promote the inclusion of women in the extraordinarily rapid technology developments in Australia. One of the themes we keep hearing from women in regional Australia is that policy initiatives which target  women are effective in reaching their families and communities because women are among those who love to communicate, to teach and make things happen! We would like to encourage everyone reading this to take up the challenge - lets make things happen and lets urge forward on technology initatives which empower women in all states and territories and all parts of Australia. 

Below are the two emails we want to share with you. The first gives powerful glimpses of the importance of new communication technologies for women and the second outlines very recent international processes which have considered issues of gender and new communication technologies.

NEW YORK (AP) - The key to a better life for millions of women in the Muslim world struggling against poverty, illiteracy and isolation may be found in one letter: E. 

"E-inclusion. E-consultation. E-campaign," explained Noeleen Heyzer, director of the United Nations Development Fund for Women, at a conference on technology and women in Muslim societies Thursday. 

Although bringing "E-access" to most women in the Muslim world remains a faraway goal - only 4 percent of Internet users in the Arab world are women - the arrival of e-mail and the net has already made women activists more effective. 

"In Muslim societies, the whole process of seclusion is a major concern, so (with technology), even from the household the women can have access to information," Heyzer said. Many Muslim women in devout nations rarely leave their homes, and only then in the company of a male relative. 

But Janice Brodman, who works on the Global Knowledge for Development e-mail network, said Muslim women have begun to take advantage of the window that the Internet can provide on the outside world. 

"Now there's a televan in Nigeria, that drives from village to village giving women access to the Internet," she said. 

Getting women to use the Internet and other high-tech communications equipment will be a major theme at a U.N. conference starting Monday to

assess progress on women's equality. 

Charlotte Bunch, director of the Center for Women's Global Leadership at Rutger's University, said the net is also connecting women's groups. 

"Women's organizations are able to exchange strategies and solidarity, to use the net to mobilize support for a case," she said. 

In one example, UNIFEM sponsored a "virtual working group," where participants discussed through e-mail how to end violence against women.

Grassroot groups and activists across the world shared information on campaigning and legislation. 

Even simple access to video technology has led to regional cooperation among voluntary associations. 

The Arab Women Speak Out group, which set up a documentary and training program, has reached 20,000 women across the Muslim world with films about

women from low or middle-income backgrounds who have made significant achievements. 

The Internet will also help women who live in isolated areas make money. A group of Moroccan village women operate a site advertising their hand-woven carpets. 

But the net too will have to change, said some Muslim women. 

"Most of the sites are in English. And there's so much on the net, we don't know where to go," said Sakeena Yacoobi, who runs a school for Afghan refugees in Pakistan. 

The Women's Learning Partnership, a U.S.-based group which jointly sponsored the conference with New York University, is launching three pilot programs to promote the use of modern technologies by women in Nigeria, the Palestinian territories and Morocco. 

For the programs, the group is currently compiling a list of sites of interest to women.

GENDER AND INFORMATION COMMUNICATION TECHNOLOGIES (ICTS) FOR DEVELOPMENT

This issue of IWTC Women’s GlobalNet focuses on policies, plans, programmes and research in the area of Gender and ICTs for Development. It comes on the heels of several important initiatives taken by international organizations on the question of the importance of ICTs for development. Here in New York at the UN, from July 5th to 7th, 2000, ECOSOC (the UN Economic and Social Council) held a High Level Segment of the 2000 Substantive Session on ICTs for Development. From 7th to 10th March, 2000, the Global Knowledge II Conference in Kuala Lumpur, Malaysia also focused on strategies to bring knowledge and information to the Global South. 

High Level initiatives and activities such as these support the activities of women’s media networks in every world region, the focus of the last two issues of IWTC Women’s GlobalNet. 

The following are brief descriptions of some of the initiatives that are specific to Gender and ICTs for Development.

1) ECOSOC HIGH LEVEL SEGMENT ON ICTs FOR DEVELOPMENT TAKES PLACE AT UNITED NATIONS, NEW YORK, 5-7 July 2000.
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After 3 days of deliberations, a Ministerial Declaration on Information Technology was passed which stated, among other things, "deep concern that the potential of information and communication technology for advancing development, particularly in developing countries, had not been fully captured" The declaration goes on to call on all members of the international community "to work cooperatively to bridge the "digital divide" and to foster "digital opportunity". In addition, the international community was called upon to: a) urgently promote programmes that intensify cooperation; b) actively explore new financing for ICT initiatives; c) devise measures to reduce costs of internet access devices in developing countries and: d) explore measures to facilitate access to ICT training. In a brief intervention on behalf of NGO gender issues, IWTC, speaking for the Conference of NGOs at the UN, called for the UN to: a) proclaim the right of democratic and equitable access to information and communication services, with a focus on access for women and other marginalized groups: b) set up an ICT Gender Task Force that would bring together departments and specialized agencies of the UN system, multilateral development institutions, private industry, foundations, mass media and NGOs, including women’s information and communication networks, to develop an ICT Gender Action Plan; and c) set up a facility (i.e. fund) to carry out the ICT Gender Action Plan with monies solicited from private organizations, foundations and Member States. The facility could leverage additional resources through matching programmes within countries, and could be integrated into the Global Knowledge II (Malaysia 2000) recommendation for a Gender and ICT Replication and Learning Fund.

1. OUTCOMES OF THE GLOBAL KNOWLEDGE II (GKII) CONFERENCE, KUALA LUMPUR, MALAYSIA, 7-10 March 2000: A GENDER PRESPECTIVE.

More than a thousand people from 120 countries attended the GKII Conference Action Summit with the common purpose of hammering out strategies which will bring information and knowledge to the Global South and women. The GKII Women’s Forum produced an Action Plan that outlined public-private partnership initiatives and agenda of the Global Knowledge Partnership (GKP) working groups for the next several years. GKP working groups intend to concentrate on the challenges facing women 

to:  Access, Empowerment, and Governance. 

The GKII Gender Action Plan is a living document and will serve as a basis of further discussion and initiatives by governments, women and women’s groups worldwide. 2. ITU (INTERNATIONAL TELECOMMUNICATIONS UNION) TASK FORCE ON GENDER ISSUES (TFGI). 

The ITU Task Force on Gender Issues was established in 1998 to a) ensure that telecommunications services and programmes are widely available equally to men and women and b) ensure gender equality within the ITU. The task force includes several NGO representatives.

3. RESEARCH, POLICY, ACTION!

A. How Women’s International NGOs use web sites in their work:  

Dr. Gillian Youngs from the University of Leicester surveyed 30 NGOs on how they use web sites in order to understand the communications role that the Internet plays in NGOs’ current and future work. These findings should help policy makers to be more aware of the contextual and practical issues of the web for women’s organizations.

B. APC (Association for Progressive Communications) ­Africa/FEMNET research to identify women’s electronic networking needs and opportunities:

After five years of intensive post Beijing online use, this research assesses what actual impact ICTs have had on women and gender equality in Africa. The research also helps in understanding how and to what extent ICTs have helped women’s organizations to network with each other and with governments, including how to lobby, access resources, disseminate information, and foster organizational growth. The research report, entitled "Global Networking for Change:  Experiences from the APC Women’s Programme" can be accessed at community.web.net/apcwomen.htm.

This research builds on an earlier global outreach project entitled "African Women Speak Out on the Internet" which gave results from an electronic survey about the information and communication needs of women and women’s NGOs. C. APC research project entitled: "Lessons Learned:  Building Strong Internet-Based Women’s Networks". 

This is an 18 month project (October 1999 to March 2001) to create resources and tools that will assist women’s organizations to network more successfully. This two-pronged research will produce: a) a Women’s Networking Resource Kit and b) an ICT Gender Audit Methodology. 

The Women’s Networking Resource Kit (due November 2000) will include lessons learned and case studies of how women’s organizations with limited resources have successfully used ICTs for networking and capacity building. 

The ICT Gender Audit Methodology (due March 2001) will be an ICT project planner with diagnostic tools to enable newcomers to successfully implement ICTs in their initiatives.

The project applies a community development model and we are testing the proposition that peer encouragement provides a strong vehicle, particularly for women, to try out new communications technologies and to develop confidence and proficiency. Email is the easiest, cheapest and most accessible of the new technologies - which is why it was chosen for the project.

We are promoting use of email through 'communities of interest' and we are getting great feedback. There is a sense of breakthrough and empowerment on many of the lists.
