What could you do as a member of the Good Process group?

We are happy for you to do as much or as little as you have time for and there are tasks for every skill set.  Listed below are some of the things that members of Good Process currently do and things we would like to have happen if we had enough people to help.

· Staff stalls at queer community events to raise awareness about these reforms and encourage people to show their support for the reform process

· Prepare flyers and information sheets for distribution at stalls and through our website

· Arrange for flyers etc to be distributed through other queer organisations and publications

· Write updates to keep our email information list up to date with developments

· Arrange and/or attend Q radio gigs

· Make rainbow ribbons to be worn at Legislative Assembly debates

· Write media releases

· Conduct media interviews

· Write letters to MLAs

· Attend meetings with MLAs

· Liaise with GLBTI people who are willing to appear in ‘human interest’ media stories

· Undertake research in relation to issues such arising in the reforms

· Arrange community forums to get input from wider queer community

· Facilitate community forums

· Run small discussion groups at community forums

· Take minutes at working group meetings and community forums

· Liaise with other queer organisations, including queer lobby groups in other states and territories

· Liaise with other non-government organisations who are supportive of these reforms

· Administer the email information list and hotmail email account

· Maintain a correspondence file

· Photocopy and collate handouts for stalls

· Desktop flyers, information sheets, website information etc.
